The leaching and administrative duties of Wilfred George Dudley,
assistant superintendent, concluded on June 30, 1989, after 36 years of
dedication 1o the Elwood Community School System. Mr. Dudley con-
cluded his career which first began with 4 teaching assignment at LaCross,
Indiana, in 1955 prior to coming to Elwood in 1956 where he raught
mdustrial arts at the ligh school until he became assistan{ principal from
1964 1o 1969 at Wendell Willkie High School: From 1969 10,1977 he was
principal a1 Oakland Elementary School and was appointed assistant
superintendent in 1977, He readily admits that he thoroughly enjoyed the
vears and “would do it over again.” Mr. Dudley’s philosophy has always
been, “You have to care and love children to be a teacher.”

Mr. Dudley’s responsibilities as assistant superintendent involved serv-
ing as the direciar of the school transportation system; the school corpora-
tion lunch program, the Prinie Time program, Chapter | and Chapter 11
programs. the Title IV programs, and the clementary curriculum. He also
served as the hearing officer for the corporation.

Mr. Dudley is.affiliated with several organizations including the Master
Masons. the Shriners, the Chamber of Commerce, the Kiwanis Club, and
the Elwoed Country Club Board of Directors, He has served on various
committees at the First United Methodist Church including the board of
trustees. He'is 2 member of the Elks Lodge, the Elwood Country Club, and
the American Legion, He has served on the YMCA board and was the
United Way representative for the Elwood Community School System
since 1977, He is alsa'a member of Phi Delta Kappa and Epsilon Pi Tau.
